Tématem nejnovéjsi socharské prace Anny Hulacové (*1984),
vytvorené pro vystavu v brnénském Domé uméni, je zemédélstvi,
respektive jeho soucasny stav, podilejici se velkou mérou na
prohlubovani ekologické environmentalni krize jejich dopadl na
nasi planetu. Nazev vystavy Eating Planet, ¢esky prelozeny jako
Pojidana nebo Pojidajici planeta, odkazuje kriticky aspektdm
moderniho zemédélstvi, jehoz cilem je vyrazné zvysSeni produkce
spotieby, vedouci vyéerpani rozsahlému poskozovani pady
zivotniho prostfedi naruseni pfirozenych vztah( ptdé potravé.
Problém akcelerované zemédélské produkce, jejiz soudasti je
centralizace, vyroba geneticky modifikovanych organismu,
pouzivani ristovych hormont, naduzivani agrochemikalii,
vysadba monokultur fada dalSich, je provazany fadou politickych
ekonomickych otazek, které znemoznuji zdsadni zménu situace.

Instalaci volné komponovanych figuralnich betonovych soch
sousoS$i pojima Anna Hulacova jako zvlastni symbiézu nebo
hybridni spojeni ¢lovéka stroje (konkrétné zemédélskych

nebo technologickych pfistrojl). Stylizované lidské postavy
zbavené individualizovanych rys( pfipominaji mechanizované
automaty propojené se stroji, které obsluhuji. Formalné odkazuji
mezivale¢nému socharskému socialnimu civilismu, némz

bylo téma spojeni ¢lovéka techniky vnimano jako pozitivni
utopické gesto; stejné tak jsou patrné odkazy modernistické
abstrakci predevsim plochéach linearni kresbou, kterd vytvari
kontrast plnému sochafskému tvaru. Referenci mizeme hledat
také socialistickém realismu tématem prace unifikované
kolektivizované spolecnosti. Vrstveni kombinovani téchto
mnohoznac¢nych motivi minulosti nas vede po stopach vztahu
¢lovéka technologii, které se pres utopickou vizi staly nastrojem
devastace prirody. VSechny tyto aspekty, které maji vdnesnim
svété podobu centralizace, Uzkého sepéti nejnovéjSimi
technologiemi, genetickym inZenyrstvim nahrazenim ¢lovéka
roboty blizké budoucnosti, sméruji spisSe dystopickému scénari,
ale predevsim ukazuji kolobéh vyroby spotieby na pozadi Sirsich
souvislosti historického kontextu.

The subject of the latest sculptural work by Anna Hulacové
(b.1984), created for the exhibition at the Brno House of Arts,
is agriculture, or rather its current state, contributing largely
to deepening of the ecological and environmental crisis and its
impact on the planet. The title of the exhibition Eating Planet
critically refers to the aspects of modern agriculture targeting
significant increase in production and consumption leading
to depletion and extensive devastation of the soil and the
environment and disturbing the natural relationship to land
and food. The problem of accelerated agricultural production,
an inherent part of which is centralisation, production of
genetically modified organisms, application of growth hormones,
abuse of agrochemicals, planting of monocultures and many
others, is intertwined with numerous political and economic
issues which make fundamental change in the situation
impossible.

The installation of freely composed figurative concrete sculptures
is approached by Anna Hulacové as special kind of symbiosis or
hybrid integration of man and machine (specifically agricultural
or technological devices). The stylised human figures devoid

of individualised features resemble mechanised automatons
interconnected with the machines they operate. Formally they
refer to the interwar sculptural social civilism where the theme
of the union of man and technology was perceived as a positive
utopian gesture; references to modernist abstraction are also
evident, primarily in surfaces with linear drawing creating

a contrast to the full sculptural form. We can also find references
to socialist realism with its subjects of labour and unified
collectivised society. The layering and combining of these
equivocal motifs from the past leads us down the trail of the
relationship between man and technology, which regardless

of the utopian vision has become tool for the devastation of
nature. All of these aspects, which in today’world take the form
of centralisation, close links with the latest technologies, genetic
engineering and replacement of humans by robots in the near
future, take course leading rather to dystopian scenario, but
above all show the cycle of production and consumption against
the backdrop of wider context and historical background.
