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Vystava Moj zivot nikto nezije v G99 je samostatnou prezentaci slovenské umélkyné Lucie
Tkacové. Autorka, zndma svou angazovanou a kolektivni tvorbou, zde zamérné€ voli cestu na
sebe zaméteni se jako akt osobniho, politického i uméleckého odporu. Vystupuje sama za
sebe a zejména pro sebe. Piistupuje k radikdlnimu obratu k introspektivni, autobiografické
vypovédi, kterd vychazi z jejich vlastnich zkusenosti se spoluzavislosti. Spoluzavislost je stav,
kdy clovek zije zivoty druhych na tkor vlastniho, zcela ignoruje své potteby a své vlastni
prozivani. U autorky tento stav vyvolalo vyrastani v rodin¢ zasazené alkoholismem. Klicové
aspekty tohoto tématu jsou Casto vylouceny z vetfejného diskurzu, protoze fad¢ lidi zptisobuji
diskomfort.

Vystava, koncipovana jako rodinna konstelace (ptivodné dramaterapeutické metody, ktera
umoziuje nahlédnout a procitit skryté souvislosti a mechanismy mezi ptislusniky urcité
skupiny), je pro umélkyni samotnou terapeutickym procesem, jenz reflektuje jeji vztah ke
¢lentim rodiny. Divaci maji moznost nahlédnout do jejiho vnitiniho svéta, ¢imz se otevira
prostor pro zkoumani ¢asto nevyslovenych nasledkd uzivani latky, ktera je v nasi kultufe s
hrdosti normalizovana. Jednotlivé artefakty, byt piisobi skliCujicim dojmem, v sobé
paradoxn¢ nesou dulezité uvolnéni a osvobozeni odhalenim, zhmotnénim a pojmenovanim.
Umeéni zde navic slouZi jako médium, které nabizi zaZitek s potencidlem zahybat témi, kdo se
nachazeji v komfortni zoné nezajmu, a soucasné uklidnit ty, kdo ji jiz opustili nebo se v ni
nikdy nenachézeli. Tento umélecky ptistup navazuje na feministické tvirc¢i postupy, které
poskytuji moznost adresovat strukturalni a skryté problémy a jejich internalizované podoby,
které casto ani nelze odhalit jinak neZ formou svédectvi, pfimym a osobnim ztvarnénim Zzité
skute¢nosti.

Viditelné ¢asto néco konkrétniho zakryva, coz je podnétné skutecnost ve vztahu k vizualnimu
uméni, ktera souvisi s vystavnim cyklem Your Addiction Is The Message v G99, jehoz je
vystava Lucie Tkacové soucasti a v némz jsou zkoumany zavislosti a inikové strategie v
kontextu uméni jako zdroje vyznam, které mohou byt klicové pro procesy zmén v dne$nim
svéte. Projekt Lucie byl vybran na zakladé oteviené vyzvy, k niz dodava: ,, Ked’ som si na
Artalku precitala vyzvu na projekt Your Addiction is The Message, udrel do mna blesk.
Presne toto potrebujem, hovorim si, presne toto mi poméze. “ Na Cleny a Clenky vybérové
komise jeji projekt ptisobil podobné znepokojivé, ale i nesporné podstatné. Prace na vystave
byla pochopitelné misty naro¢nou i osvobozujici zkusSenosti jak pro umélkyni, tak pro jeji
spolupracovnice a spolupracovniky a vznikala jako organicky a neustéle se vyvijejici proces,
v némz jsou emocionalni a fyzické vyzvy interaktivné transformovany v osobnich setkanich a
vypravénich, v otevienych dialozich s pouZzitymi materidly, ve vynofujicich se vyznamech a
vzpominkach do uméleckych objektt, které jej zaznamenavaji a predkladaji jako klicovy
diikazni material zobrazujici to, co neni vidét.

Lucia Tkacova: There's No One to Live My Life
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In her solo exhibition There's No One to Live My Life at Gallery G99, Slovak artist Lucie
Tkacova deliberately embraces self-interest as an act of personal, political, and artistic
resistance, aligning with the socially engaged and often collective nature of her previous
works. She performs as herself and especially for herself. She takes a radical turn towards an
introspective, autobiographical account based on her own experiences of codependence.
Codependency is a condition where an individual becomes overly reliant on others, often
prioritizing their needs and emotions at the expense of their own well-being. In Lucie’s
experience, this was shaped by growing up in a family affected by alcoholism. In an attempt
to avoid discomfort, discussions about codependency are often sidestepped, despite its
widespread impact.

The exhibition unfolds as a therapeutic process for the artist herself and as a site for
reflections on relationships with her family members inspired by the concept of Family
Constellations. Viewers are offered a glimpse into her inner world, opening up a space to
explore the often unspoken consequences of substance use, proudly normalized in Czech and
Slovak culture. Paradoxically, the individual artifacts, though daunting in appearance,
embody an important release and liberation through revelation, materialization, and naming.
Here, art serves as a medium that offers an experience with the potential to entice those in a
comfort zone of disinterest, while at the same time reassuring those who have already left it
behind or have never found themselves within it. This artistic approach builds on feminist
creative practices that provide the opportunity to address structural and hidden issues and their
internalized forms, which often cannot be addressed otherwise than through witnessing—
through direct and personal representations of lived reality.

The visible often masks deeper truths, a stimulating insight relevant to visual art. This idea
connects to the exhibition series Your Addiction Is The Message at G99, of which Lucie
Tkacova's show is a part. The series explores addictions and escape strategies within art,
examining how these elements can provide meaningful insights crucial for navigating change
in today’s world. Lucie’s project was selected through an open call, which she describes with
enthusiasm: ‘When I read the call for the Your Addiction is The Message project on Artalk, it
was like a lightning bolt struck me. This is exactly what | need; this is exactly what will help
me.’ The selection committee was equally struck by the project's depth and significance.
Working on the exhibition proved to be both a challenging and liberating experience for Lucie



and her collaborators. It evolved organically, transforming emotional and physical challenges
through personal encounters and dialogues with materials. This interactive process gave rise
to art objects that capture and present hidden truths, serving as key evidence of what lies
beneath the surface.

Lucie Tkacova's multifaceted practice—spanning artistic creation, curatorial work, and text-
based explorations—centers on collaboration, whether with people, institutions, materials, or
places.
