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Ccz
Vystava Zahrady mnicha Rabinovi¢e v brnénském Domé uméni predstavuje
¢ast tvorby Viktora Pivovarova, jednoho ze zakladateld moskevského
konceptualismu, ktery se do Prahy natrvalo pfestéhoval v roce 1982.

Vybér obrazu byl ovlivnén samotnym prostorem galerie a zahrnuje jak
starsi prace, tak zcela nové cykly, které se v Brné predstavuji viibec poprvé.

Jednotlivé saly vystavy mizeme vnimat jako zvlastni zahrady.

Kazdy sal-zahrada prezentuje zcela odlisné obrazové cykly a alba, jejichz
spojovacim prvkem je velmi kifehka osobita poetika.

Prochazet se mizeme v hudebni zahradé, kde se objevuji variace
jednoduchych geometrickych forem (obdélniku, vertikaly, kapky) doplnéné
texty, které se vztahuji k problematice smrti, padu, téla, sebepoznani,
uvéznéni, smutku, nepochopeni ¢i samoty.

V zahradé Zpivajici rize je vystaveno album Atlas zvifat a rostlin,
které predstavuje osobity svét plny originalnich rostlinnych a zZivo¢isnych
utvar(, jez v8ak podle véeho nepochazeji z pozemskych oblasti, ale
spise z astralnich sfér. Album je specificka umélecka forma ruského
konceptudlniho uméni, jejimiz tvarci jsou llja Kabakov a Viktor Pivovarov
a ktera propojuje zajimavym zplsobem text a zobrazeni.

Cervnova zahrada prezentuje abstraktni geometrické obrazy a cyklus
$esti rozmérnych abstraktnich dél Cerven—é&erven. Jedna se o jakysi intimni
poeticky denik pojednavajici o ¢ervnovém setkani Viktora Pivovarova a jeho
budouci zeny Mileny Slavické.

V eidetické zahradé je mozné shlédnout cyklus novych Eidosdt, ¢ast
rozsahlého obrazového cyklu, ktery navazuje na pozdni tvorbu Kazimira
Malevice, metafyzickou malbu Giorgia de Chirica a platonskou filozofii.
Umeélec v tomto cyklu zobrazuje jakési pavodniideje ¢i projekty ¢lovéka,
zvitat i rostlin. S cyklem Eidosu Uzce souvisi Pivovarovy plastiky, vytvorené
pfimo pro exteriér Domu umeéni, pficemz se jedna o vibec prvni rozmérné
sochy v celé jeho tvorbé.

Zcela novy cyklus s nazvem Kdo tam kric¢i v noénim tichu mazeme
nalézt v no¢ni zahradé. Obrazy na Sedém pozadi doplnéné texty fesi celou
fadu existencialnich otazek: Bude jesté néjaky okamzik, nebo je to konec?
Nebo vibec nic neni? Pro¢ tohle vSechno existuje? Je duse konec¢na, nebo
nekonecna?

Vystaveé dal nazev cyklus Zahrady mnicha Rabinovice, predstavujici
osobitou rostlinnou Fisi, ve které se objevuji fantazijni rostliny zijici si svym
vlastnim zivotem zcela nezavislym na Fisi lidi. Viktor Pivovarov se k tématu
zahrad mnicha Rabinovice vratil podruhé, a v Brné je tak vystaven zcela
novy cyklus.

Expozici uzavira album Zmizeli, které poeticky li¢i postupné mizeni
svéta okolo nas, az zUstava pouze slovo ,,Ach!“, které se vznasi nad vodami.
Jako smutny, ale zaroven blazeny povzdech nad mizejicim zivotem, ale
i koncici vystavou.

Viktor Pivovarov (1937) Zije a pracuje v Praze-Kunraticich. V Brné vystavuje
jiz popaté. Pfipomenme alespon expozici Obraz a text, kterd se v roce 1989
konala v Domé pan( z Kunstatu (kurator Jifi Valoch) a vystavu Oni (2010),
ktera se uskutecnila v Moravské galerii v Brné (kurator Marek Pokorny).

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The Gardens of the Monk Rabinovich exhibition at the House of Arts Brno
presents some of the work of Viktor Pivovarov, one of the founders of Moscow
Conceptualism, who moved to Prague permanently in 1982.

Influenced by the character of the exhibition venue, the selection of
paintings includes earlier works as well as the latest cycles, which are presented
in Brno for the first time.

The exhibition rooms can be perceived as special gardens. Each room-
garden presents very different painting cycles and albums; their connecting
element is a very delicate and distinctive poetics.

We can walk in the Musical Garden, where variations of simple geometric
forms (a rectangle, a vertical, a drop) appear, accompanied by texts relating to
the issues of death, the fall, the body, self-knowledge, imprisonment, sadness,
lack of understanding and loneliness.

The Garden of the Singing Rose displays the album Atlas of Animals
and Plants, which presents a distinctive world full of original plant and animal
formations, which, however, do not seem to come from the terrestrial regions,
but rather from the astral spheres. The album is a specific art form of Russian
conceptual art, developed by llya Kabakov and Viktor Pivovarov and combining
text and image in an interesting way.

The June Garden presents abstract geometric paintings and June-June,
a cycle of six large-scale abstract works. It is a kind of intimate poetic diary
dealing with the June meeting of Viktor Pivovarov and Milena Slavicka, his wife
to come.

In the Eidetic Garden, you can see the cycle of new Eidoi, part of a large
painting series that follows the late work of Kazimir Malevich, the metaphysical
painting of Giorgio de Chirico and Platonic philosophy. In this cycle, the artist
depicts some original ideas or projects of humans, animals and plants. Closely
related to the Eidoi cycle are Pivovarov’s sculptures created specifically for the
House of Arts exterior; they are the first large-scale sculptures in his work so far.

A completely new series named Who Is Crying There in the Silence of the
Night can be found in the Night Garden. The paintings on grey backgrounds
supplemented with texts address a series of existential questions: Will there be
another moment, or is this the end? Or, is there nothing at all? Why does all this
exist? Is the soul finite or infinite?

The exhibition is titled The Gardens of the Monk Rabinovich after a series
that presents a distinctive plant kingdom featuring fantasy plants living their
own lives fully independent of the realm of humans. Viktor Pivovarov has
revisited the theme of the gardens of the monk Rabinovich, and thus a brand-
new cycle is exhibited in Brno.

The exhibition closes with the album They Disappeared that poetically
depicts the gradual disappearance of the surrounding world, until only the word
“Ah!” remains, hovering over the waters. A sad but at the same time blissful sigh
at the disappearing life, as well as the exhibition’s end.

Viktor Pivovarov (born 1937) lives and works in Prague-Kunratice. This exhibition
is his fifth one in Brno. Let us mention, for example, the Image and Text exhibition
that took place in 1989 at the House of the Lords of Kunstat (curator Jiti Valoch)
and the exhibition They (2010), held at the Moravian Gallery in Brno (curator
Marek Pokorny).
