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Ccz
Socharska tvorba Jana Ambrize, dlouholetého vedouciho ateliéru
Socharstvi 2 na brnénské Fakulté vytvarnych uméni VUT, se od
poloviny osmdesatych let vyrazné prosadila na ¢eské i mezindrodni
umeélecké scéné, predevsim ve formé docasnych geometricky resenych
velkoformatovych instalaci z tabuli skla, tesanych drevénych trami,
zeleznych plechd nebo kamennych blokd, umistovanych prevazné do
prirodniho prostredi, ale také do verejného prostoru mésta i do interiér(
budov a galerii. DuleZitou roli v Ambrizové tvorbé hral vzdy dlraz na praci
s konkrétnim materialem, s odrazy svétla, tihou, labilitou, vertikalitou
a dalsimi, ¢asto paradoxnimi vlastnostmi instalaci vytvarejicich dialog
s danym prostorem. Redukované tvaroslovi Ambr(izovy socharské tvorby
je nositelem obecnéjSich sdéleni, vztahujicich se k zakladnim otadzkam
prostoru, radu, prirodniho cyklu, ale také metafyziky. Samostatnou
kapitolu Ambriizovy prace predstavuje dlouholety aktivisticky projekt
jinékrajiny, v jehoz ramci vznikaji krajinné socharské body, avSak
predevsim se zameéfuje na rekultivaci zemédeélskeé krajiny a na komunitni
aktivity, kterym se autor vénoval od navratu do rodnych Sarov v roce
2005 do nedavné doby. Svym pristupem k péci o konkrétni krajinu, jeji
estetickou kvalitu, ale zejména zamérenim na ekologicky a komunitni
aktivismus predznamenal Ambriz nékteré sou¢asné umélecké tendence.

Vystava pfipravena pro Ddm uméni mésta Brna predstavuje obé polohy
tvorby autora a naznacuje souvislosti a vzajemné propojeni jeho tvirdich
pfistupd. Jan Ambrliz vystavuje nové socharské prace, realizované
tvorbé, zalozené na praci se zakladnimi geometrickymi tvary, objekty

a konstrukcemi, s dirazem na povahu zvoleného materialu a vztahem

k prostoru, a navazuje na ni. Pfi praci autor ¢asto vyuziva a recykluje
hmotnych realizaci. Objekty a instalace z riznych material — skla,

zeleza nebo dfeva, ale také rozmérné ¢erné kresby spojuje zakladni

téma, vyjadrené prostrednictvim elementérniho tvaru — ovalu, ktery se

v materialovych modifikacich a obménach v jednotlivych dilech objevuje.
Jednim z vychozich inspiraci ovalu jsou Cisté osobni konotace autora ve
vztahu k Brnu, s motivy sportovnich zavodist a okruhd, drahy v uzavieném
obvodu, jez Ize v obecné roviné vnimat predevsim jako opakujici se rytmus
cest a navrat(, Zivotni cyklus nebo pfirodni kolobéh.

Priroda se na vystaveé objevuje predevsim prostrednictvim soucasné
Ambrizovy videotvorby vztahujici se k projektu jinékrajiny, v niz autor
zaznamenava bezprostiredni pozorovani okolni pfirody s vyjevy prchavych
okamzikd a zaznama prirodnich déju, které soustavné dokumentuje.
Ukazuje ale také hlubsi provazanost autorova vztahu k pfirodé, véetné
jeho ekologickych aspekt(, v némz se uvazovani o soSe, prostoru a krajiné
spojuje do jednoho nedélitelného celku.

The sculptural work of Jan Ambriiz, long-time head of the Sculpture 2
studio at the Faculty of Fine Arts, BUT, in Brno, has made a significant
impact on the Czech and international art scenes since the mid-
1980s, mainly through temporary geometrically designed large-scale
installations made of glass sheets, carved wooden beams, iron sheets
or stone blocks, placed mostly in natural environments and also in
public spaces of the city and in the interiors of buildings and galleries.
An important role in Ambriz’s work has always been played by an
emphasis on working with particular material, with reflections of light,
gravity, lability, verticality and other, often paradoxical properties of
installations entering in a dialogue with the given space. The reduced
morphology of Ambr(z’s sculptural work carries more general messages,
relating to fundamental questions of space, order, the natural cycle, as
well as metaphysics. A separate chapter of Ambr(iz’s work is the long-
running activist project otherlandscapes, which produces landscape
sculptural points, but primarily focuses on the recultivation of agricultural
landscapes and community activities that the artist was engaged in from
his return to his native village of Sarovy in 2005 until recently. With his
approach to the care of a particular landscape, its aesthetic quality, but
especially his focus on environmental and community activism, Ambruz
has foreshadowed some contemporary artistic tendencies.

The exhibition staged at the Brno House of Arts presents both positions
of the artist’s work and suggests the connections and interconnections
of his creative approaches. Jan Ambruz is exhibiting new sculptural
works designed for the exhibition halls of the House of Arts. He returns
to and builds on his earlier sculptural work based on working with basic
geometric shapes, objects and constructions, with an emphasis on the
nature of the chosen material and its relationship to space. In his work,
the artist often uses and recycles the materials of his earlier works,
emphasising the temporality and impermanence of material realisations.
Objects and installations made of different materials — glass, iron or
wood, but also large-scale black drawings — are united by a basic theme,
expressed through an elementary shape — the oval, which appears in
material modifications and variations in the individual works. One of the
initial inspirations for the oval is the purely personal connotations of the
artist in relation to Brno, with motifs of sports tracks and circuits, a track
within a closed perimeter, which can be perceived on a general level as

a repeating rhythm of journeys and returns, a life cycle or a natural cycle.

Nature appears in the exhibition primarily through Ambruiz’s contemporary
video work related to the otherlandscapes project, in which the artist
records his direct observation of the surrounding environment with scenes
of fleeting moments and recordings of natural events that he consistently
documents. However, it also shows a deeper interconnection of the

artist’s relationship to nature, including its environmental aspects, in which
the considerations of sculpture, space and landscape are combined into
one indivisible whole.
