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Pavel Preisner and Svatopluk Sládeček in the House of Arts Brno
Brno, 22 November 2022 – Two long-time artistic contemporaries, the painter Pavel Preisner and the architect Svatopluk Sládeček, meet for a new exhibition at the Jaroslav Král Gallery in the House of Arts Brno. Their joint project is entitled On Fathers Raised By Their Children and will be on view from 30 November 2022 until 19 March 2023. The exhibition will be officially opened on Tuesday 29 November at 6 pm in the presence of the artists and the curator Rostislav Koryčánek. Milena Dopitová's exhibition The Next Stop Is a Request Stop will open simultaneously. Both exhibitions will be inaugurated by the Mayor of Brno, Markéta Vaňková.


As the title of the exhibition implies, its central theme is the issues related to the experience of fatherhood. The spatial pandanus is an object by Svatopluk Sládeček, for whom the world of the child takes on the same meaning as an architectural composition. The exhibition will feature his small sculptural architecture with internal lighting and a dynamic element in the form of a car track. This structure will be surrounded by paintings by Pavel Preisner, whose subject is the parts of a child's building set. The exhibition reflects the process of self-definition of the father which both artists went through in different constellations, and how this newly-established category gradually began to interact with their profession.


The exhibition will be accompanied by a catalogue and a programme in the form of guided tours and presentations of the artists' work. For more detailed information, see www.dum-umeni.cz.

Pavel Preisner (b. 1970) comes from Zlín, where he currently lives and works. He is a graduate of the Faculty of Education at Palacký University in Olomouc. In 1997 he was selected for the 1st Zlín Youth Salon and after reaching the age of 30 he has presented at all Zlín salons since 2002, which have established themselves under the name of the New Zlín Salon. In 2006, a set of his drawings was included in the permanent collections of the KGVU in Zlín and he took part in a collective exhibition of the artists of the so-called Zlín Circle. Since 1999 he has been an art teacher at the Zlín Private Higher Vocational School of Art.


Svatopluk Sládeček (b. 1969) comes from Zlín, but lives and works in Brno, where he has taught at the Faculty of Arts of the Brno University of Technology since 2017. He graduated from the Academy of Arts, Architecture and Design in Prague in Design and Architecture. Since 1995, he has been running the New Work studio, which focuses on the realisation of buildings, exhibition installations, collaboration with visual artists and stage design.  The most significant presentation of the studio's architectural work was the exhibition Figurative Architecture for Beginners, which was shown in various versions in Zlín, Prague, Vienna and Belgrade.
