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Skupinova vystava Tady a ted!, pfipravena pfi pfilezitosti 110. vyroci
zaloZzeni Domu umeéni, obraci pozornost oproti pfedchozim vyro¢im
k soucasnosti a poskytuje prostor mistni umélecké komunité.
Podporu a vystavni ptilezitosti poskytoval Ddm umeéni brnénské
scéné kontinualné béhem své dlouholeté existence; vtomto sméru
na né vystava k letoSnimu vyro¢i navazuje. Tady a ted! je sondou do
aktualni situace v mistnim uméleckém prostredi a jeho autorech,
a i kdyz si neklade naroky na Uplnost, ma ambici vyvolat diskuzi
a otazky nad stavem a podobou soucasné lokalni scény.

K UGc¢asti na vystaveé bylo pfizvano padesat sedm umélct/umélkyn

a umeéleckych skupin mladsi a stfedni generace pracujicich

s nejraznéjsimi umeéleckymi médii od klasické malby, kresby, sochy
po videa, instalace a audiovizuélni dila. AZ na vyjimky byli k uc¢asti
osloveni umélci, jejichz tvorba vznika vedle civilniho povolani,

bez zazemi v pracovnim prostredi uméleckych skol. Vynechani
pedagogl a asistentl brnénské Fakulty vytvarnych uméni vymezilo
zakladni charakter vystavy, ktera jinak stavi na otevieném principu,
zahrnujicim Sirokou $kalu uméleckych pristupl a autord. Nad
potfebou kuratorsky posuzovat, tfidit a hierarchizovat se na
vystaveé uplatnil pfistup vyzyvaijici k pospolitosti a sdileni jako

k hodnotam, které vzhledem k souc¢asné epidemické situaci
nabyvaji na nové dulezitosti. Odpovidaji také souc¢asné tendenci
vybizejici ke zpomaleni, k péci a pozornosti, ktera je zalozena na
jinych principech, nez je vykonnost nebo Uspéch.

Vystava predstavuje umélecka dila, ktera vznikala prevazné

v poslednim roce, ¢asto v prlibéhu pfiprav vystavy, nebo byla
realizovadna pfimo pro ni. Pfestoze je povaha jednotlivych dél
velmi riznoroda, pokusily jsme se formulovat témata, ktera

v dilech rezonuiji, a vytvofit z nich volné propojované celky, které
divak mulze, ale nemusi, pfi prochazeni vnimat jako voditko

pro jejich ¢teni.

Jednim z vyraznych témat vystavy a zaroven souc¢asného

uméni obecné je otdzka angaZovanosti. Osobni angaZovanost
umeélcd, jejich aktivni pfistup ke spole¢nosti a odpovédnost vici
paléivym problémim souc¢asného svéta se dotyka rfady autord,
ktefi se k riznym otazkam ve své praci vztahuji. Angazované

jsou tfi umélecké instalace v exteriéru, umisténé na fasadé

Domu uméni: jsou zamérené na ekologii, kritiku socidlnich
poméru v kapitalistické spole¢nosti, nebo jsou aktualni reakci na
uzavreni a preruseni kulturniho zZivota v pribéhu epidemie. Davku
angazovanosti nebo kritiky stavu spole¢nosti obsahuji jednotliva
dila zamérena na otazky genderu, kulturni politiku mésta, zbrojniho
primyslu, zavislosti na socialnich sitich. Po¢etnou skupinu

tvofi dila souvisejici s aktualnimi environmentalnimi otazkami,

znecistovanim prirody a probihajicimi klimatickymi zménami,
které jsou v sou¢asném umeéni jiz néjakou dobu reflektovany.

Krize sou¢asné globalizované, pretechnizované a kapitalistické
spole¢nosti znamena pro fadu autorli naopak podnét pro hledani
alternativy nebo uniku ze stavajiciho usporadani svéta. Alternativni
model predstavuji dila vychéazejici ze subkulturniho prostredi

a jeho estetiky, v némz se odlisny Zivotni styl, anarchismus, graffiti
a drogy stavaiji prostfedkem k existenci mimo ramec spolecnosti.
Jiny pfistup nebo postoj voli autofi, jejichz dila zachycuji osobni
mytologie s pfibéhy nebo vyjevy odehravajicimi se ve smysleném
svété fantazie, v oblasti snu, podvédomi nebo zachycujicimi
vnitini psychickou a ezoterickou zkuSenost. Pro fadu dalSich
umeélcd, predevsim malif, je klicovym prostfedkem humor, jehoz
prostfednictvim komentuji rdzna osobnii spole¢enska témata.
Samostatnou, pomérné ¢etné zastoupenou skupinu tvofi autofi,
ktefi vedle obsahu dila fesi jeho formalni vlastnosti s dirazem na
materialovou kvalitu. Novy materialismus, sou¢asna umélecka
tendence souvisejici s postinternetem, stirajicim rozdil mezi online
a offline prostorem, klade do popredi haptické a fyzické vlastnosti
hmoty a materidlu, které v dilech dostéavaji svoji novou roli.

Institucionalni zazemi a provoz tematizuje ve svém zvukovém

dile skupina, jejiz nahravky potizené v pribéhu instalovani tvofi
zvukovou kulisu celé vystavy. Zachycuji proces vznikani, stavéni

a odkazuji k pracovnimu prostredi dilen, ateliér(i a hal, ve kterych
se néco nového utvari a vznika. Souvisi také s radikalni prostorovou
koncepci vystavy, ktera vyuziva vesSkeré hmotné vybaveni dilny
Domu uméni jako instalaéni ramec vystavy. Recyklace materialu,
bez nutnosti vyradbét nebo nakupovat novy, odpovida snaze
snizovat ndklady a ekologickou zatéz Zivotniho prostiedi. Sou¢asné
odhaluje zazemi Domu uméni a méni ustalené rozdéleni prostor

na vystavni a nevystavni.

Naznacené ¢lenéni vystavy je jednou z moznosti, jak Ize

k vystavenym diliim pristoupit, a zdaleka nevycerpava moznosti
jejich interpretace. Jako podstatna se vsak jevi skute¢nost, ze
se jedna o dila realizovana v obdobi, kdy v disledku celosvétové
pandemie dochéazi k zavaznym spole¢enskym zménam, které
budou mit dalekosahlé dopady na dalsi vyvoj a zcela jisté
povedou k transformaci spoleénosti v celosvétovém meéritku.
Prestoze vétsina praci téma epidemie nebo jejich dasledkd
nezachycuje, nebot vznikala na jejim zacatku, otazky, ktera
jednotliva umélecka dila nebo okruhy oteviraji, zaznivaji ve svétle
soucasnych udalosti novym nebo naléhavéj$im zptsobem.
Stejné tak potfeba vzajemného setkavani a osobnich kontaktd,
které byly od pocatku jednou z dalezitych soucasti vystavniho
zameéru, se ukazuje po témeér celoroénim uzavieni kulturnich
instituci jako nenahraditelna.
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Unlike previous anniversaries, the group exhibition Here and
Now!, prepared on the occasion of the 110th anniversary of
the House of Arts, draws attention to the present, opening
the venue to the local art community. In the course of its
long existence, the House of Arts has continuously provided
support and exhibition opportunities to the Brno scene; in this
respect, this anniversary exhibition follows up on this practice.
Here and Now! is a probe into the current situation of the local
artistic environment and its artists, and although it does not
claim completeness, it has the goal of provoking discussion
and raising questions about the condition and shape of the
current local scene.

Fifty-seven artists and art groups of the younger and middle
generations working with a variety of artistic media from
classical painting, drawing, and sculpture to videos, installations
and audiovisual works were invited to take part in the exhibition.
With a few exceptions, artists approached to participate are
those who create their work alongside day jobs, without any
background in the working environment of art schools. Omitting
the teachers and assistants of the Brno Faculty of Fine Arts
defined the basic character of the exhibition, built on a principle
of openness, including a wide range of artistic approaches and
artists. The approach, calling for togetherness and sharing

as values that acquire new importance in view of the current
epidemic situation, has prevailed over the need to assess,

sort and hierarchize from a curatorial position. The mentioned
values also correspond to the current tendency to slow down,

to care and pay attention, based on principles other than
performance or success.

The exhibition presents works of art made mainly in the past
year, many during the preparation of the exhibition, or realized
especially for it. Although the nature of the works is very diverse,
we have tried to formulate themes that resonate in them and set
them into loosely interconnected units, which the viewer may, or
may not, perceive as a guideline for their understanding.

One of the significant themes of the exhibition and
contemporary art in general is the question of engagement.

The artists’ personal commitment, their active approach to
society and responsibility vis-a-vis the burning problems of
today’s world concern a number of artists who address such
issues in their work. Likewise, the three exterior art installations,
placed on the House of Arts facade, are also engaged: they focus
on ecology, the critique of social conditions in capitalist society,
and are a topical response to the closing and interruption of

cultural life during the epidemic. A dose of commitment or
critique of the condition of society is contained in the works
focused on gender issues, the cultural policy of the city, the arms
industry, and the addiction to social communication networks.
A large group consists of works related to current environmental
issues, pollution and ongoing climate change, topics reflected in
contemporary art for some time now. On the other hand, many
artists consider the crisis of today’s globalized, high-tech and
capitalist society an incentive to seek an alternative or escape
from the current world structure. Such an alternative model is
represented by works based on subculture environments and
their aesthetics, with different lifestyles, anarchism, graffiti

and drugs becoming a means of existence outside society.
Artists whose works feature personal mythologies with stories
or scenes taking place in the fictional world of imagination,
dream, the subconscious or relating an inner mental and
esoteric experience, adopt another approach or attitude. For
many other artists, especially painters, humour is a key tool;
they use it to comment on various personal and social topics.

An independent, relatively numerous group of artists are those
who - in addition to the content of the work — address its

formal properties with an emphasis on material quality. New
materialism, a contemporary tendency in art associated with the
post-Internet era, blurring the distinction between the online
and offline space, prioritizes the haptic and physical properties
of matter and material that acquire a new role in the works.

The institutional background and operation are thematized

in a sound work recorded by an art group in the course of the
exhibition installation. It makes a soundstage of the whole
exhibition, capturing the process of making, construction, and
referring to the working environment of workshops, studios and
halls where something new is formed and created. This is also
related to the radical exhibition design concept using all the
material equipment of the House of Arts technical workshop as
an installation framework for the exhibition. Recycling material,
without the need to produce or buy anything new, is in line with
the effort to reduce costs and the environmental impact. At the
same time, it reveals the House of Arts backstage and replaces
the traditional division into exhibition and non-exhibition zones.

The described structuring of the exhibition is just one of many
possible ways to approach the exhibited works, and it certainly
does not exhaust their possible interpretations. It seems
significant that the works have originated at a time when the
global pandemic has brought major changes to society that
will have far-reaching effects on its further development and
are sure to lead to the transformation of societies on a global

scale. Although most works do not reflect the theme of the
epidemic or its consequences because they were made at its
beginning, the questions opened up by individual artworks or
sections resonate in a new or more urgent way in the light of
current events. Likewise, the need for mutual encounters and
personal contacts, which have been one of the major aspects
of the exhibition’s intent since the beginning, has proved — now
that cultural institutions have been closed for almost a year —
to be irreplaceable.
